Required steps for applying for a Graduate Federal Direct Student Loan:
1. File the FAFSA at fafsa.gov (each academic year) You need your Federal Pin for this.  If you don’t have one, you can request one at www.PIN.ed.gov  
2. Complete a “Graduate Loan Application” found at www.clarkson.edu/sas/forms (each academic year)

3. If needed, also complete a “Graduate PLUS Application” found at www.clarkson.edu/sas/forms (each academic year)

4. If requested, complete the Clarkson Verification form found at www.clarkson.edu/sas/forms with a signed copy of the proper federal income tax form and w-2’s.  

5. Complete the online Entrance Counseling session www.dl.ed.gov (once, not each year). 
Select Stafford loan if only doing Subsidized and Unsubsidized, or choose “Combination - Stafford and PLUS Loans” if you will be borrowing from both programs. 

6.  Complete the Master Promissory Note online (once, it could be transferred from undergraduate) at www.dlenote.ed.gov  Choose “Complete new MPN for Student Loan”. Then you will choose from the two options, below: If you are borrowing from both programs, you will have to go in and do both, separately.  (You need your Federal PIN for this).
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7.  Complete the “Student Title IV” Form (only needed once, not each year) found at www.clarkson.edu/sas/forms
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
